Code of conduct   

· All the CILA 2006 participants should respect at all times the diplomatic protocol of the conference, including their spoken and body language. 

· To uphold and recognize the formal settings an event like this deserves, all the participants should be dressed in formal attire.  Jeans and hats are not permitted.  For the men, wearing a tie is a requirement. 

· One must always act in a respectful and polite manner towards the other delegates, participants and members of the CILA 2006 Secretariat.  For whatever inconvenience that may occur that impedes the successful realization of the CILA 2006, those persons involved will be expelled from the conference accordingly.  The decisions made by the Secretary General and the Board of the United Nations Association of the Dominican Republic (UNA-DR) will be definite and irreversible.  

· The Delegates are obligated to be punctual in arriving to all the events and sessions at the conference.  At the beginning of each session, if the delegates are not present at the role call, this absence will be considered a late tardy.  The tardiness will be taken into account when considering the selection for the awards.  The first and second tardiness will be punished with a warning while the third tardy will lead to the automatic and definite expulsion from the CILA 2006. 

· The accreditation of the participants is a vital and important part for the security and successful realization of the CILA 2006, so therefore all the participants should use and make their official badges visible at all times.  

· Throughout the sessions of the CILA 2006, it is strictly prohibited to eat, to smoke, use drugs, consume alcoholic beverages and use electronic devices, especially cell phones, which might interfere with the debates.  

· At the CILA 2006, as in all the events sponsored by the United Nations Association of the Dominican Republic (UNA-DR), it is not permitted or tolerated any demonstration of discrimination based on sex, color, country of origin, age, religion, physical disabilities, favoritism or others.   

· The United Nations Association of the Dominican Republic (UNA-DR) will be responsible for the participants only during the official events and sessions of the CILA 2006.  The participating educational institutions and their representatives will have to respond accordingly to any student under their supervision who consumes alcoholic beverages or damage goods which do not belong to them, especially the things at their dorm rooms and/or installations where they will be staying at.
