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Miguel Tejada-Flores was born in Pasadena, California, where his Bolivian father had moved, after attending Caltech.  He received a B.A. from the University of California at Santa Cruz in 1972, graduating with Honors in French Literature.  After spending a year in Paris studying French Literature at the Sorbonne, Miguel moved to England, where he attended the London Film School.  Returning to the United States,  Miguel spent several years working as a photojournalist and documentary filmmaker.  In 1976, he joined the Screen Story Analysts Guild and began analyzing screenplays, scripts, manuscripts and novels for different Studios, including Paramount, MGM and 20th Century Fox.  In 1979, Miguel joined Lorimar Motion Pictures, where he spent the next five years, rising to serve as Vice-President Film Production, in charge of the company’s motion picture slate. Later, he spent several years as a hyphenate writer/producer/executive for Herb Jaffe’s renowned independent Production Company, Vista Films.  In the early 1980’s, Miguel began writing scripts.  His first writing credit, in 1984, was on ‘Revenge of the Nerds’; the film has generated three sequels and become both a cult and commercial classic; this year, 2006, it is being remade for a new generation.  Over the next 20 years, Miguel has continued to write in a variety of genres, from Horror (‘Fright Night Part II’,  “Beyond Re-Animator”), to madcap adventure (‘Million Dollar Mystery’), to psychological suspense (“The Unsaid”), and science fiction (“Screamers”, adapted from a novella by the late sci-fi legend, Philip K. Dick).  Miguel has created for the small screen as well as the big; he has written mysteries, thrillers, dramas and science-fiction for U.S.A. Networks, Showtime, and the Sci-Fi Channel.  His home base is a 100-year-old farmhouse in rural Oregon, but, in addition to commuting to Hollywood, his creative travels have led him across Canada and Europe, where he has done three films in Barcelona.  Among his most recent film projects is a collaboration with a Dutch horror director.
Miguel is also known for his teaching and mentoring.  For the last two years, he has been a senior Mentor for the nationally recognized Latino Writers Lab, an intensive two week seminar for screenwriters, conducted in New York and Los Angeles, under the auspices of NALIP (the National Association of Latino Independent Producers).  Miguel has also served for the last two years as a Mentor for NALIP’s prestigious LPA, Latino Producers Academy – a hands-on two week total immersion in the filmmaking process – presented in conjunction with the film and media departments of the University of Arizona, in Tucson.  Miguel also teaches an intensive multi-disciplinary Seminar in screenwriting at Linfield College, the private liberal arts university located in McMinnville, Oregon.  His teaching grew out of spending nearly a quarter century developing screenplays, and working creatively with generations of known, unknown and rising screenwriters for a number of different motion picture studios and production companies.  Additionally, he has served as a creative consultant to Walt Disney’s Feature Animation Division, and a literary consultant and analyst for the Creative Artists Agency.  Additionally, Miguel has been a featured  speaker or panelist at a number of film and literary events, including the WGA (Writers Guild of America) ‘Words into Pictures’ National Conference – and the National Conference of NALIP for the past several years.
