 - Renzo Rossellini first collaborated with his father Roberto, as an assistant

director and later as his producer until 1977. 

 - He then founded and served as chairman of Gaumont Italia and later Artisti

Associati Spa. With these companies he produced, financed and distributed more than 100 films, some of them by: Federico Fellini, Marco Ferreri, Marco 

Bellocchio, Michelangelo Antonioni, Liliana Cavani, Lina Wertmuller, Nanni

Moretti, Francesco Rosi, Ettore Scola, Francois Truffaut, Gianni Amelio, Joseph Losey, Fassbinder, Herzog, Carlos Saura, Louis Malle, J.L. Goddard, Andrei Tarkoskji, Adrian Lyne, Taylor Hackford, Paul Schrader, Francis Coppola and others.

 - At present Renzo Rossellini lives in California where he represents several Italian and European film companies and he collaborates with the Italian Cultural Institute in Los Angeles as a Consultant. He also writes for different Italian newspapers.

 - In Italy Renzo Rossellini leads the Rossellini Foundation and teaches Cinema and Television production, distribution and marketing at NUCT (New University of Cinema and Television) in Rome, at the University of Fisciano in Salerno and at the University Federico II in Naples.

 - He also teaches in Cuba, at the EICTV founded by Gabriel Garcia Marquez

 - Between 1987 and 2000 Renzo Rossellini has been responsible for the international marketing for many American production companies in Los Angeles, some of them are: Phyllis Carlyle Productions, HKM Films and Shadow Hills Productions  (as President of International Affairs).

Renzo Rossellini has founded and directed two schools of cinema: Gaumont School and School of Cinema for European Community forming directors such as: Daniele Luchetti, Carlo Carlei, Giuseppe Piccioni, Antonello Grimaldi, Valerio Jalongo; a producer Domenico Procacci; an editor Angelo Nicolini; a director of photography Alessandro Pesci.  All currently highly esteemed professionals in the European cinema industry. 

- Currently Renzo Rossellini works as producer  and head of marketing for Buskin Film and KOA Film Entertainment  production and distribution companies.
